ARTWORK DROP OFF GUIDELINES: 

DROP OFF
WEDNESDAY, DECEMBER 8, 2010
SATURDAY, DECEMBER 11, 2010

(11:00 AM – 4:00 PM)
· Each artist may submit ONE, ORIGINAL, FINE artwork to the RAC exhibition

· Only artwork created within the past 4 years will be accepted

· No kits, reproductions, print, giclee’s, or mass-produced artwork. (NO CLOTHING)

· Only handcrafted jewelry will be accepted. (NO BEADING)

SIZE:

· Two-dimensional (2-D) art may not exceed 40 inches (height) b 40 inches (width) including frame.  Artwork must be framed and ready to hang.  NO CLIP FRAMES
· No exceptions to the size restrictions and display conditions will be made.  The RAC retains the right to remove any artwork from the exhibition at its’ sole discretion. 

ARTISTS BINDER: 

Each artist will be asked to submit 4 one sided, 8 ½ x 11”, individual pages of promotional material for the artists binder which will be on view during the Group Exhibition.  More detailed information will be provided in your confirmation package.

COMMISSION: The RAC’s commission is 35% on gallery sales.  Work in the exhibition does not have to be for sale.  No commission will be taken from work sold during the Art Tour Weekend.

VOLUNTEERS:  All TAOLB artists are encouraged to volunteer.  Hours of involvement include:

· Artwork check-in on December 8, 11, 2010
· Sorting/Bundling of TAOLB Directories

· Assistance the day of the reception – before, during and after

· Announcement/Directory distribution

· Gallery sitting
